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Effective at the close of 30 November 2021, one Bursa Malaysia-listed constituent was added while 
two removed from MSCI Emerging Market Index. Total number of Bursa Malaysia-listed stocks in the 
Index stood at 35. 

Following MSCI Emerging Market Index (EMI) semi-annual index review, Inari Amertron was added 
while Kossan Rubber and Supermax were removed from the Index.  

Sector Analysis 

Malaysia’s weightage in the MSCI EMI marginally improved by 2 bps from 1.31% to 1.33%.  

Technology sector was added to the index in line with the inclusion of Inari Amertron to the Index, 
with a sector weightage of 0.04%. Healthcare sector’s weightage dropped marginally by 2 bps from 
0.14% to 0.12% in tandem with the deletion of Kossan Rubber and Supermax.
